APPRECIATION
For more than a year, I have been attempting to
support our editor, Rob Byrd, by submitting whatever I can

think of for him to publish in the newsletter.

Some times I was anxious to share something I was
doing and found exciting or something I thought I had
"discovered® that others would find interesting. Other
times, it was a real effort to find an item which I
believed was worth writing. Sometimes the time to do the
writing was hard to find. Up to now, I have been able to
find something to help Rob in his attempt to do a
first-rate job of newsletter publishing.

It 1is easy for all of us to complain about what is

turned out. It's too elementary - it's too advanced - it's
too boring. Or we can complain about when it arrives. It
comes too late - it comes too far before a meeting and so
forth.
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I wonder how many of us really know how much effort is
required to do the work of producing a newsletter? I can
recall when I was a high school student being ®volunteered®
to be the editor of the Santa Barbara Amateur Radio Club
newsletter, Key Clicks.

I agree that with our “"modern technology®, it is a lot
easier to accept articles in machine readable form, but a
lot of manual effort and TIME still goes into the finished
product. It is necessary to fit together the pages, prune
and patch, proofread (spelling checkers don't get
everything) and lay things out. Someone has to take them
to the printer and see that they get mailed.

Rob has done this admirably for quite some time now.
I have heard few praises for his work. I HAVE heard
complaints about delivery time, quality of reproduction,
spelling, etc,

I see a small group (three to six) people carrying all
the load in this project. For some of us (them) it may be
an "ego trip®" where this provides some sort of needed
*"pseudo recognition®. For others of us (them) it may be a
desire to show appreciation to an individual (Rob) who has
volunteered for a thankless job.

If you were to look at some of the "newsletters™ that
the club receives from other large users groups, You would
quickly see what a good job is being done by Rob. Some of
the newsletters are nothing but a collection of poorly
written wanderings about the fact that Joe bought a new
computer and Sally is trying to get a word processing
program to work and that the next meeting will be at the
American Legion Hall unless they are having a dance that
night. Truthfully, many of them are without value to
anyone who doesn't know Joe or Sally. A large number of
the newsletters aren't worth us spending the postage to
exchange newsletters. A small number are equal in quality
of reproduction, layout and content to Dynamic Memories.
Most of the better quality newsletters again seem to
involve one person who does most of the writing and the
work.

Rob has carried a heavy load for all of us. He has
done a fantastic job in organizing a bulletin board. He is
a full-time student and is now working during the summer.
He will be a new father at about the same time that school
starts again. How much longer can we expect him to carry
the full burden of the newsletter for us?
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We could at least support the newsletter by being
willing to spend an hour or so writing about our fantastic
new super-duper integrated bookeeping, game-playing,
spreadsheet, directory and horse-racing prediction program
or write about a new game or software program we have just
purchased. We could tell about a new product we saw or
tried or bought. We could write up a new utility we just
wrote or tell about a new piece of hardware we designed and
built or a hardware modification or trick we discovered,

It seems incredible that in such a talented group of
people Rob has to plead on the bulletin board each month
for newsletter articles. Are we all so self-centered that
we are unwilling to share what we have done with others?
Where is out support? Where is our participation? Where
is our appreciation for all the work Rob continues to do?

I wonder if the membership really wants a newsletter;
I wonder if the effort is really worthwhile. It seems to
me that we are all expecting something for nothing and it
is time that we decided to either support Dynamic Memories
with our participation or decide to forget about a monthly
newsletter and put our monies into something else.

CHECKING IN ON SBUG-88

A8 I promised in the past, I will continue to educate
the user of SBUG-8@ for a quick and efficient check-in.

The following are some common questions that people
ask when they first log in, and of course I have included
the answvers...

<Q> What should I do once I have logged onto SBUG-887?

<A> There are several directions you could take once on
the system, First time users should observe the 1log on
bulletin concerning system use and activity. The 1log on
bulletin tells the user much about SBUG-88. I also include
such things as club activities and coming features at
future meetings.

The first thing that most members do is execute
"*MAJL' to see if they have any messages following their
last log in. By entering 'ALL' for a username, Yyou could
read messages which users have left for everyone on the
system, I would recommend always reading 'ALL', because
many announcements are made there concerning programs and
system activity.

<Q> 1Is SBUG-8f a command driven or menu driven system?

<A> SBUG-88 is a command driven system. We chose this
method for a good reason. SBUG-88°'s prime use is at 388
baud which is very slow., Much time is spared by not having
menus. It doesn't take long for a new user to learn all
SBUG-8#'s commands, Most SBUG members have disk, so they
should already know the DOS commands., This leaves only 7
commands to learn (*HELP, *MAIL, *HELLO, *USERS, *LOGOUT,
INDEX, and DPT). It's that easy... Most commands are self
explanatory.

<Q> How do 1 download programs and how do I find out what
programs are available?

<A> Mike McHenry our MC has developed a very good program
to solve this problem. By executing 'DO INDEX' from
SBUG-80 READY you can request, download, and contributée
programs to SBUG-88's library. By entering 'P' from the
'FUNCTION:' prompt you can get an alphabetical listing of
all programs that are available for downloading. The
program has other good features such as keyword search. Do
a little experimenting, and you will quickly see how the
program works. :

Note: All program transfers will occur on exiting
INDEX by entering either 'E' or 'S'. Program transfers are
compatible with XMODEM file transfering. Programs such as
MODEM88/CMD, TERMPLUS/CMD '(Mod I only), and CPM's MODEM?
all work well. Termplus was written by SBUG member Dick
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Blaine and is available to any SBUG member for free.

<Q> How do I make a request from INDEX and how will I know
when it is on SBUG-80 for downloading?

<A> Usually, I post requests once a week, To make a
request, enter a 'D' to download the program even though
there isn't an ONLINE condition. The ONLINE condition will
appear for all programs currently online, The INDEX
program will check for the ONLINE condition, if NOT online
the program will automatically be placed in the
'REQUESTS/IND' file for the BSYSOP to post the requested
programs. All users can observe this file and find out the
date when the SYSOP last processed requests by entering
"LIST REQUESTS/IND" from SBUG-88 READY.

<Q> If I'm still a bit confused about something, where can
I find more information about the commands on SBUG-887?

<A> Eric Brewer has done a fine job eliminating the
struggle to find help on the system. By entering '*HELP'
from the 'SBUG-88 READY' prompt you wil receive help on
all SBUG-88's commands. For example, if you wish to do
file transfering, but you do not want to enter through
INDEX, Enter a '*HELP DFT' (DFT - direct file transfer)
and help on the DPT section will be displayed. Again, a
little experimenting with '*HELP' will help you better
understand the system functions. .

<Q> What does it cost to join SBUG-887?

<A> Although at the present, SBUG-88 is not ruled by SBUG.
The SBUG-88 staff has decided that only members of SBUG
will be allowed access to the system. We also decided that
there will be a ONE TIME $25 account fee (to purchase
hardware for the system), and any member who joins SBUG-8#@
must maintain their membership in SBUG, which is $18
annually.

<Q> Why should I bother to join SBUG-887?

<A> If for no other reason, it's funll!l There are many
programs on SBUG-80 that are available no where else. You
will also find the most dedicated and knowledgeable members
of SBUG on SBUG-88, so why not?

I bought an Archbold speed-up kit (Mod I) at the computer
fair 4 months ago for $35. I have spent 4 weeks making it
work. It wouldn't have been that long if I hadn't broken
the interboard cable and some IC's in both the logic board
and the expansion interface. The debugging was lengthy and
frustrating, but fortunately I got through it all on my own
without paying a ridiculous service fee to Radio Shack.
Definitely, the required modifications is more complicated
than that of the Holmes:

Here are some figures:

* 21 wires to solder in the logic board alone.

* About 7 traces to cut both in KB & EI (but I can tell

them without consulting the manual.)

* 2 self made boards: 1 for the delay & one to
automatically defeat the high speed option during disk
1/0'sI if one is using Newdos or DOS+ supporting
high speed this feature might not be necessary but
watch out for some software like END or DISKDUP...

One board is soldered to 232 in the EI
One board is soldered to the F1771 disk controller chip.
But there are some advantages:

l. A tricolor LED will replaced the red one and will

change color at different speeds.

2, It's cheaper $35(+$9 for 280B) compared with $110

for Holmes',

3. The CPU (zZ40) is left free, so the Omikron Mapper can

be inserted.

I ignored some recommendations suggested on the manual,

like soldering 8 capacitors to the 48 pin KB edge connector
but it still runs fine. With the modification finished the
system has been running at 5.3 MHZ without any failures, I
still have the schematics of the board. I will be more than

-9 -
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happy to share my experiences with anyone who is
interested., (Please let me know thru *MAIL).
Hope my message will interest some of you.

BASIC,# of files

CMD"ACCEL3"
That's all there is to it. Next load the program you
want to execute. To evoke ACCEL type: -/FIX (the ®*-*
means blank space). The BOOT/CMD will be used to escape
to DOS since CMD"S" will no longer work (...type:
CMD"BOOT" ....). The two files ACCEL232/CIM and
ACCEL248/CIN are machine language programs for ACCEL2
working with 32 and 48K systems respectively. I never use
them. I also never use ACCEL4, because ACCEL3) seems to be
more convenient.

ACCEL is much easjier to use than BASCOM, and it uses fewer
bytes., 1 really enjoy the compiler and use it often, If
you feel speed is important, ACCEL is a right choice.
