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SECRETARY'S REPORT
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* NOTE Since the STACK was not published in January and since I have not as
yet received a reports from the Apple group nor the LICA secretary, I an
publishing the reports submitted by Jackie Tulumello and Susan Heimlict
which were supposed to appear in the January issue.

The December meeting of LICA began with the annual election of officers
with Al Stone yielding the presidency to Michael Hoffer after a two year

reign. During these two years Al has helped the club adjust to changes ir
membership: LICA now has a much larger membership than two years ago and
the average member 1s now more "user" oriented than the Thardware

hacker/hobbiest of the earlier years of the club.

Dave Minot discussed the need for a graphics standard. There are several
already, which means there is no standard. He also discussed the CBS
Teletext system, which is a oneway system of sending captioning on the TV
screen plus travel schedules, games,etc. We now have the capability of
getting more information out of our TV's - with the help of a decoder.

Present at the meeting was Frank Burghert, well known for the seizure of
his personal computer at Stoneybrook: by the FBI. No charges have been
filed but his equipment has not been returned. The FBI has claimed illegal
entry with intent to defraud using interstate phone lines. This stimulated
an interesting discussion between LICA members and Frank's two attorneys.

The main speaker was John O'Neill, marketing representative from the Radio
Shack Computer Center at Melville. He demonstrated the Tandy Model 2000
Personal Computer which uses the Intel 80186 processor. This chip 1is a
true 16 Dbit chip with a clock speed of 8 MHz. The object é&ode is
compatible with the 8086/8088. He called it "IBM PC software compatible"

because of the MSDOS operating system. The disks themselves are not
compatible. The Model 2000 comes with 128K memory and 2 disk drives, 720K
per drive. To demonstrate this interesting machine, Mr. O'Neill used a

video tape meant for people who know nothing about computers.

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PolyMorphic Users Group

The December meeting was attended by 11 members. A vote was taken and approved to change our meeting
night to Wednesday nights. Meetings will take place at various members houses.

Unlike much of +he competition, Poly has always kept upgrades "upward compatible." Untl) now, most
upgrades meant buying a new disk. The single exception being the Installation of a new set of ROMs
released in 1981. Cost ($120) These ROMs support five inch (SS/SD) (DS/DD), eight Inch (SS/SD) (DS/DD),
Hard disks and Backup drives. The ROMs were designed to support any new device by using the "CONNECT"
and "river" software supp)ied by the company and provided there is a device controller. "0ld" software
works despite which ROMs are being used.

System/186-A Hardware Upgrade

A) Levy discussed the pre-release news of +the System/186. System/186 uses a relatively new but
increasingly popular concept in multi-user computer systems called "Per-User-Computers" or "clustering."

The System/186 Cluster uses the proposed [EEE-696 standard bus (also known as S/100), which had become
the de-facto industry standard even before its forma) acceptance by the IEEE.

A cluster Is a simple star network, with a 'Master Computer' in the center of the star. The peripheral
user computers group around the center. Each user computer operates as an independent micro, with its
own CPU, RAM, Video Display, Keyboard, and other per user devices.

The Master handles flle storage, database management, printer spooling, electronic mail, and other
central ized functions. These are controlled via messages passed to and from the User Computerse.

The entire cluster network is contained within a single chasis. |+ communicates over a single hardware
bus. The length is normally no longer than a few feet.

The limit on the number of users is imposed by chasis size, power supply capacity, the maximum bus Jength
and loading. This can be overcome by connecting multiple Clustérs together using established Local Area
Network Technology, such as the Intel/Xerox/Dec 'Ethernet’.

i+ was Al's opinion that such a two level system is cost effective (per user), expandable, and that It
glves higher performance than a functionally equivalent single level system using only a Local Area Net.

The User Computer and Master Computer are actually identical cards. The Master card has a special
extension board that allows i+ to drive the IEEE-696 bus. The User Computers appear to the Master
Computer as peripheral devices on the bus (1/0 ports.) From the User Computer's point of view, the
Master is also a peripheral device, but it is local to the User computer board (1EEE-696 bus 1Is not
accessed.)

Message transfers between Master and User Computers are accomp) Ished by co-ordinating the DMA channels at
both ends so that data is transferred through the User Computer's Slave port. The User and Master
computers can interrupt each other In order to request or acknowledge a message transfer. The Master
Computer interrupts the User by writing fo the Slave Command port on the User card. The User computer
interrupts the Master via a single, shared {EEE-696 interrupt )ine. The Master must pol! all of the User
Computers via a read of the Slave Command Port on the User card.

The Master can access RAM on the Bus by re-mapping the upper part of its direct)y addressable space of 1
MByte. This s accomplished by a mapping reglster which selects a block of 512 Bytes from the [EEE-696
addressable space of 16 MByte. When the mapping register contains a zero, memory references to high
addresses go to the upper part of local RAM. When non-zero, these references access the Bus using the
mapping registers as the top 5 bits of address. The Jowest 512K Byte block on the bus Is not accessible.

OQur next discussion will explore the hardware conflguration of each board, cabling, plus the software

structuring of the System/186.

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SPACING ON WORDSTAR
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In the days before the marveious micro, | used an |BM Executive typewriter. This is the cadillac of
typewriters. The print was gorgeous due +to proportional spacing capability of the machine. Most
secretary's abhor the Exec because as a typist you must remember to backspace two characters for a lower
case letter, 5 characters for an upper case M or W, one character for an "i" etc. | always had a chart
pasted onto the typewriter but after constant usage, the chart was ignored.

A few days ago | received a phone cal!! from a young man at WRITING CONSULTANTS. | had called ear!ier
requesting Iinformation regarding a book entit+led "PROPORT!ONAL SPACINGS ON WORDSTAR", which these people
publish. We had a conversation which lasted about 30 minutes. As a result of that conversation, LICA
has a new member, the STACK has a new fu!! page ad and | have a copy of the book on proportiona! spacing.

As with most books on programming, you have to bring to it some sense of darlng and the desire to learn.
Any novice can read and understand the text and for the uninitiated it seems to be a good starting point
to learn such things as patching and modifying a program.

The man did his homework. The book spe!l!s out all of the possible combinations. |f you have a daisy
whee! printer and Iif you use Wordstar and if you want proportional spacing this is the way to go. The
book covers the various Diablo model!s, the NEC and Qume printers and wi!l work with just about any
daisywhee! printer.

The author first gives an overall view of the procedure. He also points to the differences in INSTALL
versions and Wordstar versions. So, you as the installer must know the mode! number of your printer and
the revision of Wordstar/INSTALL that you are using. For the person who does not have that information,
there is enough reference to the type of whee! that you use (plastic or metal!) that with a small amount
of common sense you can figure out the mode! number of printer.

The first chapters explain how the PS table works. The author created sub/chapters to cover the various
Wordstar revisions and/or printer types. There are clearly printed examples of how your final copy
should look and more important, examples of how it wi!l look if something is wrong. This makes it easy
to trace where you went wrong in insta!l!ing the proportional spacing HEX codes.

Margins, Formats, and FORMAT FILES are covered. The author suggests setting up a format file with a
ruler so that the +ypist can see how to align various word configurations. Once a ruler !ine is in
place, you can automatica!ly set a!l margins and tabs. Many of the common problems such as decimal
alignment and columnar typing are spelled out with the solutions explained.

How long does it take? | typed in the HEX codes in about 15 minutes. Of course | cheated. |f you buy
the book !'!] explain how you can do the same. This wil!! cut your typing time in half. The user can add
commands to Wordstar to turn the proportinal spacing on or off plus set up defined tabs etc.

There are numerous charts in the book showing the various printwheel!s and the equivalent codes for each
character. There is a DECIMAL - HEX - ASC!| conversion chart and at least a ha!f page sample of each
font from +t+he various companies. When | was chasing around for wheel!s ! only wish | had a copy of this
book rather than the poor excuse for charts put out by the manufacturers.

In addition to the above, there is a Diablo / Xerox cross reference table, a Xerox plastic printwhee!
reorder number reference sheet, and a proportional spacing command summary.

The big quetion... does it work? After modifying my version of Wordstar | edited and printed one page
of an .ASM file that happened to be on that disk. | printed the page using WS.COM and then reprinted the
page using WSPS.COM. To my amazement, it worked beautifully. !f you are wondering why | dont use i+ for
the STACK, ! have not as yet been able to modify the Poly printer driver to accomp!ish this feat. | am
not yet ready to give up the Poly editor for Wordstar. FOR MORE INFORMATION:
