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Problem

diskette with a master date of May 1, 1981 to the May 2, 1981 release.
There is also a secondary set of patches to upgrade a May 2, 1981 release
to a July 1, 1981 release. To upgrade from the May 1,1981 release to the
July 1, 1981 release it is necessary to first upgrade a diskette to the
May 2, 1981 release.

Solution

To upgrade from the May 1, 1981 release to the May 2, 1981 reléase, type
the following patches at TRSDOS Ready.

The first patch fixes a bug in XFERSYS which could result in not all of
your files being transferred properly.

The fourth patch corrects a bug in BASIC which caused the system to lockup 2
if you repeatedly pressed the up-arrow key while you were at the top line .4
in a BASIC program.




4 o upgrade fram the May 2, 1981 release to the July 1, 198l release, type
the following patches at TRSDOS Ready.

The TRSDOS I/0 call $DSPDIR, which displays a directory listing of all
non-protected user files does not work properly.

With the TRSDOS 1.3 disk in drive 1, the two (2) patches below will cause
this I/0 call to function correctly.

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Problem
Disk Basic operates such that when the KILL "filename" command is executed

it closes all open files before the kill is actually executed.

This is to prevent the diskette directory fram being destroyed, which has
occured on Model I Disk Basic

1. At "IRSDOS READY" apply the following patch:

Once this patch is made, the user should take care that he does NOT kill
a file that is open, as this will destroy the diskette directory.

The malfunction will
appear as though the computer is either trying to dump a section of RAM to
the video or trying to ILDIR something thru all of memory.
